Bigfoot’s preferred pathway for new facilitators is as follows:

	First term of work with Bigfoot
	Deliver one or more after school clubs


	Second – Third term of work with Bigfoot
	Deliver one or more after school clubs as well as one off Supply sessions


	Third – Fourth term of work with Bigfoot
	Deliver Supply sessions as well as taking on one of more regular PPA contracts



	Fourth – Fifth term of work with Bigfoot
	Continue to deliver Supply and PPA and train to deliver Curriculum Enrichment and/or Secondary PSHE programmes if of interest


**This is a general guide and exceptions are often made for facilitators with specific experience
Bigfoot Facilitators will be required to:
· Plan fun and imaginative lessons in line with the national curriculum using Bigfoot’s resources and template lesson plans as a guide
· Employ strong behavior management techniques with children of all ages
· Be prepared to manage a classroom of children by themselves
· Arrive at their place of work at least thirty minutes before the school day is due to start – this would normally mean 8.15am – 8.30am
· Establish and maintain good relationships with school contacts e.g. class teachers and head teachers with regards to planning sessions and meeting objectives 
· Keep on top of paperwork and admin e.g. invoices and timesheets
